CONTRACT

This AGREEMENT entered into this ______ day of ____________, 20___, between BROADSTONE MEDIA LLC dba Broadstone Books (hereinafter referred to as “Publisher”), 418 Ann Street, Frankfort, Kentucky  40601-1929, and _________________________________ (hereinafter referred to as “Author”), ________________________________________(address),   

WITNESSETH:


The Author grants to the Publisher, and its successors and assigns, the exclusive North American English language rights to publish, market, and sell the Author’s manuscript in the form of a book entitled ______________________________  (hereinafter the “Work”), upon the following terms:


1.
a. Author warrants that the Work is their original creation and that Author is the sole author and exclusive owner of the Work and all rights therein, and that, with regard to material from which Author quotes or from which excerpts have been taken in the Work, Author has secured permission for such use from all persons to whom copyright to that material belongs.    Author further warrants that they have full power and authority to enter into this contract.



b. Author warrants that the manuscript of the Work is complete, ready for publication, and free of any libelous or otherwise unlawful material.



c. Author warrants they will indemnify and hold harmless Publisher from all claims, actions, suits, or recovery based upon or alleging any proprietary rights, copyright, libel, or for any other cause related to or arising from the publication of the Work.  Author will, at their own expense, defend such claims, actions, suits, or recovery on their behalf and on behalf of Publisher, except that Publisher may, at its sole option, join in such defense.


2.
Publisher will publish or will have commenced the publishing of the Work within twelve (12) moths of the date of the execution of this contract by the parties.  Publisher will have sole discretion as to the matter, style, edition, number of copies, price and all other aspects of the printing and marketing of the Work.  If Publisher allows the Work to go out of print for longer than twelve (12) months, the right to publish, market, and sell the Work will revert to Author.  Publisher will not be liable for any loss or damage to Author as a result of circumstances beyond the control of Publisher.


3.
Publisher will obtain a copyright in the Work for Author and the copyrights to the Work will remain solely with the Author.  Publisher and Author agree that each will take whatever steps are necessary to protect the Work in their common interest.


4.
Publisher will provide Author ​​​​​​​​​_________ copies of the Work upon publication.

5.
Publisher will pay Author a royalty of ten per cent (10%) of the Publisher’s gross sales of the Work.  Publisher will make an accounting to Author of sales twice each year as follows:  on or before July 31st  for sales from January 1st through June 30th of that year; on or before January 31st for sales from July 1st through December 31st of the previous year.


6.
Author may, upon written request to Publisher, inquire into, or employ an accountant to inquire into, the financial records of Publisher related to the Work.  This examination will be at the sole expense of the Author, unless errors amounting to ten per cent (10%) of the royalties paid to author on account of the Work are found to the disadvantage of Author, in which case Publisher and Author will each pay one-half the cost of this accounting.


7.
Publisher has the sole right to give permission for the publication of selections from the Work, subject to Author approval, and Publisher will pay to Author fifty per cent (50%) of the amount received by Publisher from the publication of such selections.


8.
Publisher has the sole right to enter into contracts for the use of the Work as the basis for film, television dramatic, operatic, radio, or any other audio or visual presentation.  Author will receive 70 per cent (70%) of the amount to be paid pursuant to such contract.


9.
Author will remit to Publisher within thirty (30) days following receipt of an itemized bill for any costs arising from changes of text from the completed manuscript after it has been sent to the printer, and which represent changes in style or substance, not typographical errors.

10.
The title of the Work may be changed only upon written agreement by Publisher and Author.


11.
The notice of copyright will be imprinted on all copies of the Work published pursuant to this contract.


12.
If, after three (3) years from date of publication, fewer than twenty-five (25) copes of any edition of the Work shall have been sold in one (1) year, Publisher may offer for sale to Author the remaining part of the edition at remainder price, and, in the event that copies of the Work are still extant, not having been purchased by Author, Publisher may then dispose of the rest of the edition as Publisher deems fit, without royalties, to Author, and the Work shall be considered no longer in print.


13.
 Author may at any time purchase copies of the Work in any edition for the list price less fifty per cent (50%) or at Publisher’s cost, whichever is greater, but Author will not receive any royalties on those copies.  

14.
If Author receives an overpayment of royalties arising from copies sold, but subsequently returned, Publisher may deduct such overpayment from further sums due Author as royalties or otherwise.

15.
Any rights not granted to Publisher by this contract are reserved by Author.


16.
This contract is binding upon and inures to the benefit of Author, their heirs, assigns, and personal representatives, and Publisher, it successors, assigns, and representatives.

17.
This contract shall be construed and applied under the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
